No Explosion On Indian

Mr Lalramliana,
the president of Farkawn village council in Champai,
however, said that a bomb was dropped near the Tiau
river on the Mizoram side. A truck owned by a village
council member has been damaged in the explosion, he
said. The Myanmar military junta, on Tuesday, reported-
ly launched aerial strikes on Camp Victoria, the military
headquarters of the Chin National Army (CNA), one of
the most powerful ethnic insurgent groups in the neigh-
bouring country.

Badlapur fire station officer Bhagwat Sonawane said
such pranks should not be tolerated as they waste pre-
cious time and resources, and police should take serious
action against the accused.

CBI Gets Nod To Attach Excess Properties

19 crore while it had earli-
er sanctioned the attach-
ment of ? 64 crore assets.
The government order on
Thursday referred to the
request made by the
Superintendent of Police of
the CBI to issue authorisa-

Holding Investigation
Officer’ to file an application
before the special court for
CBI cases in Bengaluru for
the attachment of ‘sched-

uled excess properties' of
Reddy. “The Pairavi offi-
cer/Holding Investigation
Officer is hereby authorised
to file an application before
the special court for CBI
cases, Bengaluru city for the
attachment of scheduled
excess properties of G

Janardhana Reddy in his
name as well as in the name
of his wife and his compa-
nies and also other proper-
ties as shown in the sched-
ule of properties as shown
in the schedule of the prop-
erties that is submitted
along with the letter dated

August 30, 2022," the order
said The CBI had sought
direction from the court to
the government to approve
attachment  proceedings
against the main accused in
the Ballari illegal mining
case. The request of the CBI
has been pending before
the government since
August 2022.

The CBI had traced
additional properties in the
name of Reddy, his wife, and
the company in Telangana
and Andhra Pradesh. The
agency seeks to attach those
properties in the illegal min-
ing case pending before a
special court since 2013.
The central agency claimed
Reddy was trying to sell the

properties he had obtained
from the money from illegal
mining activities through
his companies Obulapuram
Mining Company and
Associated Mining
Company Ltd. On December
25 last year, Reddy had
announced the launch of a
new political party 'Kalyana
Rajya Pragati Paksha'. An
accused in the illegal mining
case, he has severed his
two-decades-old association
with the BJP.

Trace rain raises visibility, mini-
mum temperature in Delhi

NEW DELHI, OPEN SEARCH

Trace rainfall, or precipita-
tion too small to be meas-
ured, was recorded at the
Safdarjung observatory on
Thursday, 91 days after
Delhi last received any rain,
even as air pollution levels
remained in the “very poor”
category and shallow fog
enveloped the city. A west-
ern disturbance influencing
weather in the region
caused the rain and raised
both visibility and the mini-
mum temperature to 9.3°C,
two notches above the nor-
mal, compared to 5.9°C on
Wednesday.

The  shallow fog
enveloped the city in the
early hours as the visibility
dropped to 800 metres at
Safdarjung and Palam. The
visibility fell to as low as 50
metres on Wednesday
morning. An India
Meteorological Department
(IMD) official said the visi-
bility has significantly
improved in  Punjab,
Haryana, Delhi, Rajasthan,
and western Uttar Pradesh
due to the western distur-
bance and consequent
stronger surface winds.
Minimum temperatures
generally rise when west-
ern disturbances influence
weather. Cold northwester-

ly winds were no longer
blowing. A combination of
cloudy skies and low tem-
peratures trap heat along
with a lack of northwesterly
winds.

The Safdarjung obser-
vatory last recorded 0.4mm
of rain on October 12.
There was also a similar dry
spell in 2018 when the city
recorded no rain for 72
days between January 24
and April 7. Delhi received
no rain for 82 days in 2011
between September 17 and
December. As per Delhi’s
long-period average, Delhi
receives 6mm of rainfall in
November and 8.1mm in
December. The normal
rainfall for January is
19.1mm. Delhi was likely to
record a maximum temper-
ature of 19°C, a notch high-
er compared to Wednesday.
The impact of the western
disturbance will remain
until Friday. Temperatures
will start dipping again
from Saturday when cold
northwesterly winds
return. “We can expect sim-
ilar temperatures on Friday
but dense fog will return as
there is more moisture in
the air now. Both maximum
and minimum tempera-
tures will drop from
Saturday,” said the IMD offi-

Delhi: 4 held for woman's
murder; 5,000 for graveyard
caretaker to bury body

Delhi Police on Thursday arrested four people including
a graveyard caretaker in a case related to killing a 51-
year-old woman and dumping her body at a burial
ground in Delhi's Nangloi. The woman went missing on
January 2 and the Police registered an abduction case on
January 7. Two of the accused, who were apprehended
earlier, revealed that they killed the woman with the help

of another accused.

Police recovered the body from the graveyard today.
“She was reported missing on January 2. An abduction
case was registered on January 7. One person was
arrested yesterday who revealed that he, along with 2
others, murdered the woman on January 2 night and
buried her body at a burial ground in Nangloi,” deputy
commissioner of police (outer) Harendra Kumar Singh
said The woman was a local financier and she loaned
money to the accused, according to the Police. Three of
them murdered her as she was asking for returning pre-
vious loans. The fourth accused, who works as a caretak-
er of a graveyard in Nangloi, took 75,000 to bury the
body. According to Singh, the main accused killed the
woman by suffocating her with a pillow in the pretext of
not being able to pay back the loan that they owed.

Charge sheet leak is theft
or misconduct: Delhi riots
accused to HC

Student activist Asif Igbal Tanha, who is an accused in
the conspiracy case related to the February 2020 north-
east Delhi riots and is booked under the Unlawful
Activities (Prevention) Act or UAPA, on Wednesday told
the Delhi high court that the contents of the supplemen-
tary charge sheet filed against him were leaked either as
part of a theft or was the misconduct of a public servant.
Hearing Tanha’s plea seeking action against the leaks,
justice Anup ] Bhambani was informed by the activist’s
counsel that while the police are entitled to give informa-
tion with respect to a case, in the present case, the dis-
closure statements were read on prime time news, even
when the charge sheet was not filed “When I am being
remanded from time to time, those documents are not
given to me but my ‘disclosure’ is given to the media,
which is used page by page,” the counsel told the court.
The Delhi Police counsel said the matter has become
infructuous since the incident took place in 2020. He
said that a vigilance enquiry has already been conducted;
however journalists refused to share the details of the
source from whom they got the documents.

Sultanpuri hit & drag case:

Delhi court denies bail to accused Ashutosh

Delhi’s Rohini court on
Thursday denied bail to
Ashutosh, one of the
accused in the Kanjhawala
woman’s dragging death
case. The court denied bail
stating that the investiga-
tion is at an initial stage and
as per the investigating
agency live location and
timeline of the accused is
yet to be established to
ascertain the role of each of
the accused Ashutosh was
booked by the Delhi Police
for harbouring the accused
and misleading the police
investigation in the matter.

Earlier in the day, the
court had reserved orders
on the bail plea of Ashutosh.
Ashutosh was arrested by
the Delhi police on January
6 and was accused of har-
bouring the accused and
misleading the investiga-
tion.

Advocate Shilpesh
Chaudhary appearing for
Ashutosh submitted before
the court that there are
videos which show that
Ashutosh was not in the car
but was at his home.

He also pointed out
that his Google location and
CDR (call detail record) also
show that he was not pres-
ent in the car. Chaudhary
also submitted that the sec-
tions which are made out
against him are bailable in

nature.

The additional public
prosecutor Atul Srivastava
submitted that the investi-
gation is at a very nascent
stage.

He further submitted
that, “it has never been our
case that he was inside the
car our submission is that
he provided the car to
someone who was not
legally authorised to drive.”

He pointed out that
Ashutosh, despite being
under legal compulsion, did
not inform the police about
the incident and gave
wrong information that
Deepak was driving the car,
trying to mislead the inves-
tigation.

The court after hearing
the submissions of the
counsels reserved its order.
Earlier this week, the court
had sent all the six accused
in the case to 14-day judi-
cial custody while directing
the Delhi police to submit a

report detailing the reason
for the delay caused in
responding to the initial
PCR calls.

The court had also
sought a report indicating
the status of the CCTV cam-
eras at the place of occur-
rence and the route taken
by the accused.

The court had further
asked the police to pre-
serve all the CCTV footages
available to avoid evidence
tampering. Four men in a
grey Maruti Suzuki Baleno
hit the woman, who was
riding a scooty along with a
friend in Delhi’s Sultanpuri
in the early hours of
January 1. The impact
entangled her body to the
underside of the car, which
then drove on for at least
two hours, dragging her
body for at least 14km
before it dislodged in a man-
gled state and was found by
local residents in outer
Delhi’s Kanjhawala.

The Supreme Court order prohibiting floor-wise division of

residential units in Phase 1 (Sectors 1 to 30) has offered :

In a welcome
intervention, the SC Bench made it clear that Chandigarh’s

heritage status must be preserved, while observing that :
unauthorised construction will ‘injure the lungs’ of post :

Independence India’s first planned city. Even though the
Chandigarh Apartment Rules (2001) — under which the

administration had allowed sub-division of residential units :

into apartments — had been repealed in 2007, illegal con-
struction and fragmentation have overstretched the city’s

resources, such as water, electricity, sewerage and roads, :
over the past decade and a half. The court has also directed

the Chandigarh Administration not to formulate ‘rules or
bylaws without prior consultation of the heritage commit-
tee and prior approval of the Centre’

The Centre and the administration have been told to

freeze the floor area ratio in the northern sectors so as to
prevent indiscriminate expansion of the builtup area.

These directions will go a long way in protecting the city
from the rapacious builders who are hell-bent on turning it :

into a concrete jungle. While laying down the Edict of

TTP comes to haunt Pakistan

Ever since the 9/11 terrorist attack in New York by the Al
Qaeda, the US has kept a global watch to track down those
involved in the attack. The mastermind of the attack,
Osama bin Laden, was tracked down and Kkilled in the can-
tonment city of Abbottabad, located close to the Pakistan
army’s elite Military Training Academy, in 2011. The US
search for the perpetrators of the 9/11 attack continued
relentlessly, with President Biden announcing last year
that US airstrikes had killed Osama’s successor, the 71-
year-old Ayman-al Zawabhiri, living in the heart of Taliban-
ruled Kabul Biden described Zawahiri as ‘one of those
most responsible for attacks that murdered 2,977 people
on American soil, while adding that ‘for decades, he was
the mastermind of attacks against Americans’ Pakistan
has only itself to blame for TTP’s rise, as it looked the other
way while playing host to as well as arming and equipping
Taliban leaders and cadres on its soil The reality, however,
is that the Al-Qaeda steadily disintegrated across the
world after Osama was killed. Other radical Pakistan ter-
rorist groups emerged with the passage of time, which
have not targeted India. Even China is the subject of pub-
lic wrath in Balochistan for its close involvement with the
Pakistan military in the Gwadar Port project. Two of the
most significant armed, radical Islamic groups still
remaining across the subcontinent are the Afghan Taliban
and its Pashtun brethren, the Tehrik-e-Taliban Pakistan
(TTP). Both groups started off as allies of Pakistan’s ISI.
Both now loathe and ridicule the ISI. The TTP remains
influential in the tribal areas of Pakistan’s Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa province, with a relatively small number
spreading into northern Balochistan. The growing influ-
ence of the TTP has led to increasing concern and anger in
Pakistan. The TTP has carried out about 140 attacks in
Pakistan in the past three months, including a suicide
attack in Islamabad. The prospects for any Pakistan-TTP
dialogue remain bleak. In a recent television interview,
Pakistan’s interior minister Rana Sanaullah proclaimed
that Pakistan could target TTP militants in Afghanistan if
the Afghan authorities in Kabul did not take action against
them. The Pakistan government believes that the TTP has
7,000 to 10,000 cadres based in Afghanistan and in the
Pashtun tribal areas of Pakistan. Virtually mocking
Pakistan, Afghanistan’s deputy PM Ahmed Yasir warned its
neighbour of serious consequences in case of an attack on
Afghanistan. He tweeted a photograph of Gen AAK Niazi
signing Pakistan’s document of surrender to the Indian
Army in Bangladesh in 1971. Pakistan has only itself to
blame for the TTP’s rise, as it looked the other way while
playing host to, and arming and equipping Taliban leaders
and cadres on its soil Some of these leaders have assumed
ministerial positions in Kabul Pakistan had justified its
earlier support for the Taliban, claiming that the Taliban
presence in Kabul gave it ‘strategic depth’ against India.
This, after the Taliban colluded with the ISI during the
hijacking of IC 814 in Kabul While New Delhi has not for-
mally recognised the Taliban, it has established a working
relationship with the Taliban administration for providing
medical and other assistance to the people of Afghanistan,
and maintaining an office in Kabul Like Russia and China,
India has avoided taking an adversarial or judgemental
position on its relations with the Taliban. Pakistan is now
threatening to attack TTP members residing in its
Pashtun-dominated tribal areas, and also across the bor-
der in Afghanistan, evidently, with US encouragement and
support. This could result in uniting Pashtuns on both
sides of the Durand Line to take on the Pakistan army. It is
estimated that 374 Pakistani security personnel and 365
TTP fighters were killed in combat last year. The focus on
the geopolitics of Afghanistan by Pakistan and the US
ignores the increasing misery the people of Pakistan face,
as the country stares at the prospects of continuing bank-
ruptcy, despite efforts by the US, IMF and other friends,
like Saudi Arabia and China, to bail it out. Pakistan’s astute
finance minister Ishaq Dar, who works in consultation
with the sober planning minister, Ahsan Igbal, has acted
realistically in dealing with the economic crisis. There is
an expectation by Pakistan of an early $3 billion Saudi
bailout. But these measures are of little relevance in the
longer term until Pakistan meets the stringent IMF condi-
tions. Pakistan could face a payments default if it misman-
ages or miscalculates on its foreign exchange holdings.
While the US may relish Pakistan attacks on the TTP and
Taliban strongholds, the Taliban will not stand by idly if its
kinsmen are attacked. In the meantime, the Shehbaz Sharif
government appears to be losing public confidence. While
Pakistan could slowly pull itself out of its economic turbu-
lence, the reality is that the government.

INDIA’s unemployment rate
reached a 16-month high of
8.3 per cent in December —
according to data provided
by the Centre for
Monitoring Indian
Economy (CMIE) — giving
rise to questions as to why
this should be so even as the
economy seems to be set at
an even growth rate of
around 6 per cent. The ear-
lier high in unemployment,
reached in August 2021,
could be explained by the
then raging Covid-19 pan-
demic, which had seriously
curbed economic activity,
but currently there is no
surge and no hindrance to
the pursuit of normal eco-
nomic life.

Going behind the
aggregate, we find that it is
the urban unemployment
rate of 10.1 per cent which
is the culprit, so to speak. It
has been on the rise since
October. The rural unem-
ployment rate of 7.4 per
cent, on the other hand, has
been on a downward path
since the same month. The
lower rural unemployment
rate can be explained by the
cycle of the agricultural sea-
sons, with the end of the
year marked by the sowing
of rabi crops. But deeper
disaggregated data from the
CMIE indicates that rural
agricultural jobs have held
on to their own in the cur-
rent year. It is rural services
that lost jobs and that
means a lot of shops had
closed down. This tells us
that essential purchases by
the rural folk have contin-
ued to suffer, which is a sig-
nal that FMCG (fastmoving
consumer goods) compa-
nies are not out of the
woods yet.

On the other hand, the
high urban unemployment
rate needs more explaining.
It points to slow business
activity.

hand of the prevailing high
interest rates which have
risen in line with the RBI
jacking up policy rates by
over 2 percentage points
through 2022 to bring
down the inflation rate run-
ning above the comfort level
of 6 per cent. Dearer money
means businesses being
hesitant to borrow more to
expand business.

However, the rising
interest rates do not seem
to have affected the demand
for bank credit. In the last
12 months, credit growth
rose form 9.2 per cent in
December 2021 to 17.4 per
cent in mid-December
2022. That is probably
explained by the fact that it
is the large businesses and
corporates which have
gone in more for bank bor-
rowing despite the higher
costs because there is
demand for them to meet.
Seeking to solve the riddle of
this contradictory pull of
statistics, a leading statistical
authority, Mahesh Vyas,
chief of CMIE, is of the view
that too much should not be

read into the high unem-
ployment figure. It comes
along with a healthy labour
participation rate of 40.5
per cent which is the high-
est in 12 months. This rate
is derived by dividing the
labour force (employed and
unemployed) by the total
working age population of

One reason why this
can be happening is that
more people are out looking
for jobs in the expectation
that now that the pandemic
surge is gone, there will be
more jobs on offer and it
will be worth their while
going out to look for one.
When the popular percep-
tion of the likelihood of
finding jobs is gloomy, peo-
ple will not go out looking
for work leading to a count-
er-intuitive lower unem-
ployment rate. An explana-
tion can be found in the
total number of employed
persons which rose to a
peak of 486 million in the
pre-pandemic year of 2019,
then fell precipitously to
447 million in the lockdown

year of 2020, and recovered
sharply to 470 million in
2021, according to the
Organisation for Economic

Cooperation and
Development data. Closer to
now, the labour force

shrank from 432 million in
September to 430 million in
October.  Simultaneously,
employment also fell from
404 million to 396 million.
While the count of the
unemployed rose by 5.6
million, 2.2 million quit the
labour market. Seeing that
people were losing their
jobs, those without a job
stopped looking for one.
Thus, the unemployment
rate was moderated by
fewer people looking for
jobs. The overall sense that
one gets is that spending on
essentials is doing none too
well The reasonably good
growth rate being achieved
is driven by a good agricul-
tural performance (agricul-
tural jobs holding on) and
ample industrial demand
driven in part by spending
on infrastructure and activi-
ty triggered by the fiscal

sops coming via the produc-
tion-linked incentive
scheme. Besides, exports
have held up, driven in part
by the developed countries
and those aligned with
them seeking to find alter-
native suppliers under the
‘China Plus One’ pro-
gramme. Indian toys’
exports, for example, have
zoomed as a good part of
the world is trying to avoid
buying from China, till
recently the world’s leading
supplier of cheaper toys.

A counterpoint can be
made that it is difficult to
subsidise the interest paid
by small and medium busi-
nesses as they mostly bor-
row not from banks but
from the market, that is
non-formal sources. For the
likes of moneylenders to
charge a lower interest rate,
the overall interest rate
structure has to be brought
down. This can only happen
if the arbiter of interest
rates, the RBI, starts sig-
nalling down interest rates.
But how can the RBI do this
until inflationary bout is
fully tamed?

Stakes rising for the West in Nepal politics

Pushpa Kamal Dahal ‘Prachanda’ won the trust vote on Tuesday.

NEPAL’s recent General
Election threw up a divided
House of Representatives,
with the pre-poll alliance of
the ruling Nepali Congress
led by the then Prime
Minister Sher Bahadur
Deuba and the Communist
Party of Nepal-Maoist
Centre (CPN-MC) led by
Pushpa Kamal Dahal
‘Prachanda’ falling just
short of 138 seats, the
halfway mark in the 275-
member House. The Nepali
Congress did emerge as the
largest party with 89 seats,
a gain of 26 from its tally in
the previous House, but the
Maoists got only 32. Yet,
despite indications that the
coalition would form the
government with the sup-
port of smaller parties, a
lastminute political twist
that reflects the hallmark of
Nepali politics of no perma-
nent friends or enemies,
Prachanda was sworn in as
the PM. This was not with
the support of the Nepali
Congress but that of the
Communist Party of Nepal
(UML) of former PM KP
Sharma Oli, who had, with
alacrity, reached out to him,
no matter their major fall-
outin 2021. Oli had extend-
ed his hand to others too,
including those of other
political persuasions.
Indeed, he also reached out
to Deuba.

The Unified Marxist
Leninist (UML), which in
2017 was the largest party
in Parliament, had come
second this time with 78
MPs. The UML and the
Maoists together didn’t add
up to 138, but found com-
mon ground for power-
sharing with some smaller
parties that did remarkably
well in the elections.
Interestingly, unlike the
UML and the Maoists, the
two mostimportant smaller
parties supporting the
coalition have no truck with
communism or even social-
ist ideology. One is the

Rastriya Prajatantra Party
(RPP), a pro-monarchy and
Hindu rashtra party, which
was nearly wiped out in
2017 but secured 14 seats
this time. The RPP had
opportunistically collabo-
rated with Oli in the past
and this appeared the case
this time too.

With the UML, it finds
political solace for its agen-
da in Oli’s positive articula-
tions of Nepal as a Hindu
rashtra and suggestion of
resurrection of the monar-
chy as a ‘cultural king" For
Prachanda, who has been a
lifelong anti-monarchist,
the expediency of having
RPP on his bandwagon is
bound to require some
compromise like honouring
the contributions of the
monarchy to modern Nepal,
but all this is par for the
course to power in Nepal

The other is the
Rastriya Swatantra Party
(RSP), a brand-new outfit
that has 20 MPs, making it
the fourth largest party in
the House. The RSP is huge-
ly supported by young peo-
ple and overseas Nepalis
and espouses a rights-
based agenda. Its leader,
Rabi Lamichhane, who has

been appointed Deputy PM,
was a US citizen and is cur-
rently facing a case in the

Nepal Supreme Court
regarding his ‘reclaimed’
Nepali citizenship.

While the Indian hand
and the Chinese card have
always been part of the
Nepali polity, the West is
now certainly manifested in
Nepali politics and the rise
of the RSP is clearly an indi-
cation of the same. The
UML has had an old and
positive relationship with
the large western-support-
ed NGO community in
Nepal, no matter its commu-
nist ideology. How
Prachanda, who the NGOs
hold responsible for atroci-
ties committed by the
Maoists, will be squared for
political support by a
rights-oriented  political
force remains to be seen.

The RSP support to the
Prachanda-Oli alliance
appears to indicate that the
West is willing to now look
beyond Deuba, who, among
the old guard, was seen as
pro-West but now faces
challenges within his party.
Indeed, he was challenged
for leadership of the Nepali
Congress’s parliamentary

party by Gagan Thapa, a for-
mer minister seen as a
leader of the young genera-
tion. Deuba defeated Thapa,
but not without a fight.

Thapa is also perceived
as a pro-West politician. His
rise furthermore raises sev-
eral issues internal to the
Nepali Congress, including
the future role for Deuba’s
spouse Arzu Rana, who has
become a political heavy-
weight in her own right.
Interestingly, even though
the RSP won heavily in the
Kathmandu area, it didn’t
put up a candidate against
Thapa, who also contested
from a Kathmandu con-
stituency.

The RSP and RPP sup-
port to the UML-Maoists
combination brings to fore
the question of how those
with a western lean came
together with those with a
communist bent. Did this
happen only for power and
the ever willingness of the
Nepali politics to bend to
lure? Or was it just the
obduracy in the Nepali
Congress and the unwill-
ingness of Deuba and his
closest confidants to let go a
chance at the top slot and
accept that an in-house

generational change was
needed

The Chinese interest in
communist unity in Nepal is
well known and there
should be no doubt about
their role in getting
Prachanda and Oli together,
even if the self-interest for
power of the two helped the
cause. In so far as India,
while its abilities to interact
and do so effectively with
any government in Nepal
will remain, for many, right-
ly, there is a feeling that a
‘hands-off’ policy not only
means not being a player
but provides a segue for
others.

Nepal’s Constitution
does not allow a vote of no
confidence to be moved for
two years. But it requires
the PM to obtain a fresh
vote of confidence in case of
a change in the ruling coali-
tion. Given the fragility
inherent in the present
coalition, does this mean a
possible opening in the near
future for Deuba? He has
been the Prime Minister
five times, though almost
always because of political
happenings and not by
leading his party to an elec-
tion victory. ‘Seven times
top slot’ for him is said to be
the astrological prediction.

The next stage is the
election of the President.
Constitutionally a titular
Head of State, experience
over the past years in Nepal
has shown up the President
as a key player in the power
play in Kathmandu. Indeed,
even the most recent case
of Prachanda being chosen
without resorting to the
constitutional provision for
calling the leader of the
largest party to try and form
a government indicates the
extent of ‘discretion’. A
friendly occupant of the
highest office is critically
useful when Parliament is
divided, and this fact is cer-
tainly uppermost in Oli’s
calculations.

French Hunter Avoids Prison Over Killing

Man He Had Mistaken For Boar

CAHORS, FRANCE: (AGENCY)

A French hunter on
Thursday avoided prison
over the killing of a Franco-
British man he had mistak-
en for a boar, disappointing
relatives and friends who
had wanted a stiffer penalty.
Morgan Keane, 25, was shot
dead in December 2020 in
southwestern France by
Julien Feral, 35, while he
was chopping wood on his
land. The verdict came days
after the French govern-
ment outlined tighter rules
for the sport designed to
prevent such accidents, as
controversy grows over
what for many remains a
proud tradition of France's
countryside. Feral was given
a two-year suspended jail
term and banned from
hunting for life following his
trial for involuntary homi-
cide in the southwestern
French town of Cahors.
Meanwhile the organis-
er of the hunt received an
18-month suspended sen-
tence and a five-year hunt-
ing ban. Prosecutors had
called for both men to serve

at least some jail time.

"The justice system has
done its work" within the
limits of existing laws, said
Benoit Coussy, lawyer for
Keane's brother. "Now law-
makers have to do their
work and create a specific
'hunting offence’ that could
allbw harsher punish-
ments," he added. "The mes-
sage has been sent that if
you kill someone, there are
absolutely no  conse-
quences,” said Peggy, a
friend of Keane's, who did
not give her last name.

Rich Investors Might Have

"On the other hand,
we're not at all happy
regarding the hunt organis-
er" and his ban of only five

years, she added. The case
revived tensions between
anti-hunting activists and
defenders of a rural hobby
and practice that is seen as
necessary by farmers to
keep down deer and boar
populations in particular.

During the busy times
of the hunting season, large
parts of the French country-
side reverberate with the
sound of gunshots, leading
many walkers to avoid
forested areas for their own
safety. On Monday,
President Emmanuel
Macron's government said
it would tighten rules
against hunting under the
influence of drugs or alco-
hol, strengthen training and
safety requirements and set
up digital systems to warn
other countryside users
away from active hunting
zones. Punishments will
also be upgraded, including
hunters losing their licences
if they are involved in a seri-
ous accident. But ministers
stopped short of imple-
menting a popular proposal
to ban hunting altogether
on Sundays.

Russian Soldier Gets 5
Years In Jail For Refusing
To Fight In Ukraine

MOSCOW: (AGENCY)

A Russian court sentenced a 24-year-old professional sol-
dier to five years in prison for refusing to fight in Ukraine,
officials said on Thursday. The soldier, "not wanting to take
part in a special military operation”, did not report for duty
in May 2022, said the press service for courts in the region
of Bashkortostan in the southern Urals. Law enforcement
located the man, Marsel Kandarov, in September; the state-
mentadded. Separately, a military tribunal said it sentenced
Kandarov to five years behind bars for evading military
service during mobilisation for more than a month. Russia
announced the mobilisation of 300,000 men in late
September to buttress Russian troops on the ground in
Ukraine. The announcement triggered an exodus of men
from Russia, with many fleeing to neighbouring countries
including Armenia, Georgia and Kazakhstan. Critics say
many mobilised men hardly had any battlefield experience
and have received little training before being sent to the
front.

Australia pulls out from
ODI series against
Afghanistan in March

MELBOURNE : (AGENCY)

Cricket Australia (CA) on Thursday announced it has with-
drawn from the upcoming ODI series against Afghanistan,
saying it is "unable to proceed" with the fixture amid
Taliban's growing restrictions on women and girls.
Australia were slated to take on Afghanistan in a three-
match ODI series as part of the ICC Super League in UAE in
March. However, after "extensive consultation with relevant
stakeholders, including the Australian Government", the CA

decided to abandon the fix-
ture. "Cricket Australia has
decided that it is unable to
proceed at this time with
the upcoming ICC Super
League three-match Men's
ODI  series  between
Australia and Afghanistan

scheduled for the UAE in March 2023," CA said in a state-
ment. "This decision follows the recent announcement by
the Taliban of further restrictions on women'’s and girls’
education and employment opportunities and their ability

to access parks and gyms.

"CA is committed to supporting growing the game for
women and men around the world, including in
Afghanistan, and will continue to engage with the
Afghanistan Cricket Board in anticipation of improved con-
ditions for women and girls in the country,” it added. Since
seizing back control of the war-torn country in August
2021, the Taliban have steadily restricted women's rights -
despite promising their rule this time would be softer than

the regime seen in the 1990s.

After the parties had submitted
their bids by December 21, Torrent
Investments made the highest offer of
Rs 8,640 crore based on net present
value (NPV), arrived at after discount-
ing future cash flows.

The Hinduja group offered Rs
8,110 crore on NPV basis, while the
Piramal Enterprises-Cosmea
Financial Holdings team did not par-
ticipate in the auction.

Torrent and Hindujas sweetened their
bids by offering more upfront cash.
All eyes are now on the NCLT
which will hear a plea of Torrent
Investments on Thursday to stop CoC
from conducting one more round of
bidding for Reliance Capital Last
week, the NCLT, comprising Justice
PN.

The  government on
Thursday said 18,600 toys
have been seized in the last
one month from major
retail stores, including those
of Hamleys and Archies, at
airports and malls across
India for lack of BIS quality
mark and use of fake
licences. Meanwhile, con-
sumer protection regulator
CCPA has also issued
notices to three major e-
commerce players -
Amazon, Flipkart and
Snapdeal -- for alleged viola-
tion of toys quality control
order, it said.

Since January 1, 2021,
the government has made it
mandatory for toys to con-
form with safety norms
specified by the Bureau of
Indian Standards (BIS), a
national standard setting
body. "We received com-
plaints from domestic man-

Archies and other retail stores for lack of BIS quality mark

ufacturers of sale of toys
that do not conform with
the BIS standard. We con-
ducted 44 raids in last one
month and seized 18,600
toys from major retail
stores,” BIS  Director
General Pramod Kumar
Tiwari said in a press con-
ference.

The seized toys were
both locally manufactured
as well as imported. Some
of the toys did not have
mandatory BIS quality
mark, some had fake BIS
licence number and some
toys had 'origin of other
countries', he said.

Tiwari said the raids
were conducted in major
retail stores, including those
of Hamleys, Archies, WH
Smith, Kids Zone and
Cococart, located at major
airports and malls across

the country. According to
the BIS, toys were seized

from Hamleys' stores at
New Delhi airport Terminal
1 and 2 as well as in Kolkata,
Ranchi, Noida and SAS
Nagar (Punjab).

Toys have also been
seized from the Archies
store at Ghaziabad's Pacific
Mall, WH Smith stores at

Hyderabad and Delhi air-
ports, Cococart stores at

Mumbai and Gujarat air-
ports, and Tiara Toys Zone
at Chennai airport, it said.
Maximum toys of
about 9,000 were seized
from Ahmedabad-based Raj
Toy World, followed by
3,080 toys from Madurai-
based Giftz, and 2,000 toys

from Bengaluru-based
Royal Mart and Chennai-
based Kids Zone, it added
Tiwari said the BIS has
planned surveillance of toy
shops across the country in
a phased manner. In the
first phase, big retailers
located at airports and malls
are being targeted In the
later phases, small retailers
and manufacturers will be
targeted. A legal action will
be taken against the retail-
ers for violation of quality
norms as per the provisions
of the BIS Act, under which
initial penalty is Rs 1 lakh
for first offence to maxi-
mum a jail term, he added.
Meanwhile, Central
Consumer Protection
Authority (CCPA) is also
keeping an eye on e-com-
merce platforms for any
violation of toys quality con-

trol order. "We have also
issued notices to Amazon,
Flipkart and Snapdeal for
selling toys without BIS
quality mark," CCPA chief
Nidhi Khare said.

On further steps taken
to ensure quality toys are
sold in India, Consumer
Affairs Secretary Rohit
Kumar Singh said a joint
group is being set up with
customs officials to check if
imported toys comply with
the Indian standards.

"We have written to
customs to form a joint
group to check consign-
ments of imported toys.
This will help to stop the
entry of toys, that do not
conform with Indian stan-
dards, in the domestic mar-
ket," he said. E-commerce
players have also agreed to
show product declaration
on their platforms that the
product complies with the
BIS quality standards.
