Former House Speaker
Nancy Pelosi on Monday
endorsed Kamala Harris to
replace President Joe Biden
at the top of the Democratic
ticket, calling her “brilliantly
astute” and saying that she
is the best person to defeat
former President Donald J.
Trump in the autumn.

“It is with immense
pride and limitless opti-
mism for our country’s
future that I endorse Vice-
President Kamala Harris for
President of the United
States,” Pelosi wrote in a
statement. “My enthusiastic
support for Kamala Harris
for President is official, per-
sonal and political.” The
statement by Pelosi, who
had earlier said she would
favour a competitive
process rather than a coro-
nation of Harris, was the
most significant in a rapidly
growing number of high-
profile endorsements as
Harris moved swiftly to
cement her position as the
new face of her party. Pelosi
urged her colleagues to get
behind Harris, saying, “We
must unify and charge for-
ward to resoundingly defeat
Donald Trump.” The
endorsement came about

an hour after Harris made
her first public appearance
since Biden dropped his re-
election bid and endorsed
her, praising Biden’s “deep
love of our country” as she
moved swiftly to clear a
path to the Democratic
presidential nomination.
Harris spoke at a morning
event at the White House
after scooping up endorse-
ments from would-be chal-
lengers, including gover-
nors J.B. Pritzker of Illinois,
Gretchen Whitmer of
Michigan, Andy Beshear of
Kentucky, Wes Moore of
Maryland, Tim Walz of
Minnesota and Tony Evers

of Wisconsin. Several of
them have been talked
about as possible running
mates. She faces the daunt-
ing challenges of taking over
Biden’s campaign structure,
fending off opposition to
her rise to the top of the
ticket and defining herself
for the American public
before Republicans and
their nominee, former
President Donald J. Trump,
do. A campaign video from
her 2020 run was circulat-
ing on social media Sunday
night, in which she mocked
Trump as “a world leader in
temper tantrum”. The Vice-
President started off with a

tremendous burst of excite-
ment from Democrats will-
ing to put aside past doubts
about her. Party members
are anxious to end the divi-
sions that have torn the
party apart in the weeks
since Biden’s halting debate
performance persuaded
many that he should not
remain in the race. While
some other party leaders,
like former President
Barack Obama, have not
endorsed her, suggesting
the need for a competition,
Harris sought to defuse
complaints of a coronation
by emphasising in a written
statement on Sunday that
she intended to “earn and
win this nomination”. With
breath-taking speed, Harris
took control of Biden’s enor-
mous political operation
and contacted Democratic
leaders in Congress and
state houses to ask for their
support. The Biden cam-
paign formally renamed
itself “Harris for President”,
giving her immediate
access to an account that
had $96 million in cash at
the end of June. On an inter-
nal call, the Biden cam-
paign’s leaders told staff
members that they would
now work for Harris. “I will
do everything in my power

to unite the Democratic
Party — and unite our
nation — to defeat Donald
Trump and his extreme
Project 2025 agenda,”
Harris said in a statement.
“We have 107 days until
Election Day. Together, we
will fight. And together, we
will win.” The rapid turn of
events plunged the party
and the nation into unfamil-
iar political territory, giving
un-elected Democratic offi-
cials the final say over the
party’s nominee.
Complicated decisions loom.
Harris must choose a run-
ning mate, take charge of
the campaign with little
time before early voting
begins in some states in
September, rebuild support
among voters.

Biden endorsed Harris
within minutes on Sunday
afternoon. Before she had
uttered a word about her
intentions, he was swiftly
followed by other party
leaders, including Bill and
Hillary Clinton, key
Democratic senators and
influential House members.

Kamala Harris cements Democrat support:
Pelosi endorses ‘astute’ Vice-President DHAKA  (AGENCY)

Bangladesh Prime Minister
Sheikh Hasina assured the
business community on
Monday that the situation in
the country will improve
gradually, the promise com-
ing in the backdrop of
unprecedented violence for
over a week that slammed
the brakes on all types of
business activities in the
country after the govern-
ment imposed curfew and
deployed the armed forces.

“We have managed to
restore peace to some
extent... The situation will
improve gradually and cur-
few restrictions will be
relaxed,” Hasina reportedly
told representatives of the
apex chambers of com-
merce in the country during
a meeting held at her office.
During the meeting, the
Premier also told the audi-
ence that the government
— which has been on the
backfoot since a student
protest snowballed into a
political crisis — will not
hesitate in taking “stern
action” against those trying
to create instability in the
country by resorting to vio-
lence. The comment
assumes significance in the
backdrop of reports from
the media that the law
enforcing agencies

launched a massive crack-
down in the last 24 hours
and arrested over 500 peo-
ple in connection with the
violence during the job
quota protests in which at
least 141 people died.
Opposition parties like the
BNP and the Jamaat-e-
Islami complained in their
social media handles that
some of their leaders were
arrested as the government
tried to muzzle a “move-
ment of the people” by
force. During her interac-
tion with the business com-
munity, Hasina defended all
the government actions like
imposition of curfew and
deployment of the armed
forces. “I don’t know what
kind of movement it was in
which they tried to set pub-
lic and private properties on
fire... We had created a per-
fect environment for busi-
ness in our country, but

some vested interest groups
tried to destabilise the coun-
try with these acts of arson,”
said the Prime Minister.
“We had to impose the cur-
few to save the lives and
properties of people,” she
reportedly added, before
rolling out a list of public
properties that were van-
dalised or set on fire during
the movement. In a state-
ment titled, “Contemporary
developments in
Bangladesh”, and issued by
the information ministry on
Monday, the government
clarified that it was always
on the same page with the
students and demonstrated
its commitment to dialogue
with them.  Then, it went on
to blame the BNP and
Jamaat-e-Islami for the acts
of arson across Bengal dur-
ing the quota reform
protests that was launched
by the students.

Israeli tank shelling and
airstrikes killed at least 37
Palestinians near Khan
Younis, Gaza medics said on
Monday, after Israel issued
new orders to evacuate
some neighbourhoods fol-
lowing what it said were
renewed attacks from
those areas. The
Palestinians were killed by
tank salvoes in the town of
Bani Suhaila and other
towns just east of the
southern city of Khan
Younis, with the area also
bombarded by air, they said.
The Gaza health ministry
said the dead included sev-
eral women and children
and that dozens of other
people had been injured by
Israeli fire. The Gaza min-
istry does not distinguish
between militants and civil-
ians in its death tallies.
Around 400,000 people are
living in the targeted areas
and that dozens of families
have begun to leave their
houses, Palestinian officials
said, adding they were not
given time to leave before
the Israeli strikes began.
Some families fled on don-
key carts, others on foot,
carrying mattresses and
other belongings. At Nasser
Hospital some people stood
outside the morgue to bid
farewell to dead relatives.

“We are tired, we are tired
in Gaza, every day our chil-
dren are martyred, every
day, every moment,” said
Ahmed Sammour, who lost
several relatives.
in the bombing of eastern

Khan Younis. “No one told

us to evacuate. They
brought four floors crash-
ing down on civilians... and
the bodies they could reach,
they brought to the refrig-
erator (morgue),”
Sammour added. 

There was no immedi-
ate Israeli comment on the
strikes east of Khan Younis.
In nearby Deir Al-Balah,
where hundreds of thou-
sands of Palestinians are
sheltering, an Israeli air
strike hit a tent used by local
journalists inside Al-Aqsa
Hospital, killing one journal-
ist and wounding two other
people, the Hamas-run Gaza
government media office
said. The new death raises
the number of Palestinian
journalists killed in the
Israeli offensive to 153, it
added.

US Secret Service director
Kimberly Cheatle admitted
to Congress on Monday that
she and her agency failed
when a would-be assassin
wounded Republican presi-
dential candidate Donald
Trump at a July 13 cam-
paign rally in Pennsylvania
this week. “We failed,”
Cheatle, who faces
Republican calls for her
removal, said in testimony
before the House of
Representatives Oversight
Committee. “The assassina-
tion attempt on former
President Donald Trump on
July 13th is the most signifi-
cant operational failure at
the Secret Service in
decades,” Cheatle said. In the
face of Republican claims
that the Secret Service
denied resources to protect
Trump, she said security for
the former President had
grown ahead of the shoot-
ing. “The level of security
provided for the former
president increased well
before the campaign and
has been steadily increasing
as threats evolve,” Cheatle
said. She added that the
Secret Service provided the
security sought by the
Trump campaign for the
rally. “What I can tell you is
that for the event on July 13,
the details that were

requested, the assets that
were requested for that day,
were given,” Cheatle said.
She declined to answer spe-
cific questions about the
day’s security plan from
Republicans and
Democrats, saying the mat-
ter was being investigated
internally. Monday’s hear-
ing marked the first round
of congressional oversight
of the attempted assassina-
tion. On Wednesday, FBI
director Christopher Wray
will appear before the
House Judiciary Committee.
And House Speaker Mike
Johnson is also supposed to
unveil a bipartisan task
force to serve as a nexus
point for House investiga-
tions. Cheatle has resisted
calls for her resignation
from top Republicans
including Johnson and
Senate minority leader
Mitch McConnell.
Republican House

Oversight Committee James
Comer echoed those calls.
“It is my firm belief, director
Cheatle, that you should
resign,” the Kentucky
Republican told her. “The
Secret Service has thou-
sands of employees and a
significant budget. But it
has now become the face of
incompetence.” Democratic
Representative Gerry
Connolly said,
“Unacceptable incidents like
this one highlight the fact
that we are an increasingly
polarized nation experienc-
ing heightened political ten-
sions.” The shooting at an
outdoor campaign rally in
Butler, Pennsylvania,
wounded Trump in the ear,
killed one rally attendee and
injured another. The sus-
pected shooter, 20-year-old
nursing home aide Thomas
Crooks, was killed by law
enforcement. It is not clear
what his motive was for the

shooting. The House
Judiciary Committee said
last week that it has evi-
dence the Secret Service
was not properly resourced
for Trump’s rally, because
of staffing shortages created
by a rival campaign event in
Pittsburgh with Jill Biden
and a NATO summit held
days before in Washington.
Cheatle told lawmakers that
the first lady agency pro-
tects 36 individuals daily, as
well as world leaders.  who
visit the US. Before the
shooting, local law enforce-
ment had noticed the
would-be assassin, Matthew
Crooks.

The Bangladesh govern-
ment is expected to formal-
ly accept on Tuesday a
court ruling to lower quotas
for state jobs, media report-
ed, meeting a key demand of
the students who had been
protesting for days. Calm
prevailed in Dhaka and
most major cities in
Bangladesh for a second day
amid a curfew and an
Internet and telecoms shut-
down that the government
imposed after the protests
that erupted last week
turned into one of the worst
outbreaks of violence in
recent years, killing almost

150 people. The protesters
wanted the government to
overturn a high court deci-
sion last month that rein-
stated a quota system put-
ting aside nearly 60% of
government jobs for certain
people, including families of
those who fought in
Bangladesh's war of inde-
pendence.

The United States election
will be held on November 5.
On Sunday US time,
President Joe Biden with-
drew from the presidential
election contest and
endorsed his vice president,
Kamala Harris.

It’s not certain, but very
likely Harris will now be the
Democratic candidate to
face former Republican
president Donald Trump in
November. During the
Democratic presidential
primaries held early this
year, Biden won about 95%
of all delegates to the August
19–22 Democratic conven-
tion. These delegates are
likely to support Harris
given Biden’s endorsement.

Since the debate with
Trump on June 27 that was
widely thought to have been
a disaster for Biden, he has
faced pressure to withdraw.
In an Ipsos poll for US ABC
News that was released
before Biden’s withdrawal
on Sunday, Democratic vot-
ers wanted Biden to with-
draw by 60–39. Following
the assassination attempt
against Trump on July 13
and the Republican conven-

tion from July 15–18,
Trump’s lead over Biden in
the FiveThirtyEight aggre-
gate of national polls had
increased to 3.2 points from
1.9 points on July 13, the
largest margin since the
aggregate began in March.
Vote shares were 43.5%
Trump, 40.2% Biden and
8.7% for Robert F Kennedy
Jr. I’ve written previously
that the presidency is not
decided by the national pop-
ular vote. Instead each state
has a certain amount of
Electoral Votes (EVs), most-
ly based on population, with
each state awarding their
EVs winner takes all. It takes
270 EVs to win. The EV sys-
tem is likely to skew to
Trump, so Biden was fur-

ther behind than in the
national polls. Biden will
continue as president until
his term ends in January
2025. His net approval in
the FiveThirtyEight aggre-
gate is -17.7, with 56.2%

disapproving and 38.5%
approving. His net approval
is worse than other previ-
ous presidents at this point
in their term, except George
Bush Sr and Jimmy Carter.
Trump’s net favourability in
the FiveThirtyEight aggre-
gate is -12.0, with 53.7%
unfavourable and 41.7%
favourable. His ratings are
relatively unchanged since
April. Unfortunately,
FiveThirtyEight has no
favourability ratings for
Harris. Will Harris win? It’s
too soon to analyse Harris
vs Trump polls. Harris had
not been a presidential can-
didate before today and
name recognition of Biden
explains his often better

numbers than Harris. A
recent national YouGov poll
for CBS News gave Trump a
five-point lead over Biden
and a three-point lead over
Harris. There are two things
that should advantage
Harris. One is that econom-
ic data has improved, with
inflation dropping and real
earnings up. The other is
that, while Biden would have
been almost 82 by the elec-
tion, Harris will only be 60
by then. Trump is 78, so the
age split that was
unfavourable to Biden will
be favourable to Harris.
Nevertheless, nominating a
candidate who has not been
battle-tested in the primar-
ies is very risky.
